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Management 1 – Child Protection Policy

1 Point

Introduction

The policy looks at how Individual healthcare professionals have access to information on local procedures relating to child protection. 

The policy reflects the guiding principals on child protection issued by the DOH 1999 Working together to safeguard children and are to be used in conjunction with the area child protection committee guidelines as laid out in the Essex blue book…

ECC Blue Book (this is a hyperlink, click or control click to access the website)

…and a copy of which is kept in the Practice Manager’s office.    The Castle Point and Rochford PCT unit have drawn up their own child protection policy and a copy of which will be kept in named file in Sally’s office.

Procedure

When the practice is notified that a child has been placed on the Child Protection register the Practice Manager and the Child Protection lead (MB) should be made aware.  The child’s notes will be flagged with a small white sticker containing the initials CP and the computer will also be flagged ‘Child on Protection register’.   Read Code: 131M.

The file will be started on the child and kept in the same folder as the local guidelines on Child Protection in order to store reports on case conferences which are to be stored in the child’s notes.  If the child is under 5 years of age, the Health Visitors should be informed and if the child is between 5 and 16 years, the School Nurse should be informed.  

In addition, all partners should be made aware of the change in the child’s status.  If any partner or Health Professional within the surgery has to initiate a child protection order themselves, they should do so having consulted the Essex Blue Book and the local guidelines.
